Douglass Cater Society of Junior Fellows               Information and instructions for filling the Membership Application Form Spring 2008    
Named for journalist, educator and twenty-first president of Washington College Douglass Cater, the Cater Society of Junior Fellows was founded in 1992.  The Society was intended "to create a collegium of students motivated to reach beyond classroom performance," both by "supporting internships or other projects individually designed by them" and fostering a "companionship of learning," "limited only by the imagination."

The Society meets regularly to hear reports from those members who have carried out the kind of projects outlined above, holds workshops on topics ranging from public speaking to the writing of grant proposals, meets from time to time to discuss anything from timeless moral questions to the pressing issues of the day, and participates in the publication of the Washington College Review, an annual journal of undergraduate research and writing

Twice a year, students meeting the criteria for membership are elected to the Society by an Advisory Council, consisting of the Associate Dean, the Associate Dean of Students, the Chairs of the three Divisions (or their designates), the Curator, and the Student President of the Society.  

Dr. Austin A. Lobo, of the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science, presently serves as Curator of the Society.
   Criteria for Membership
1. The successful completion of three semesters at Washington College or their equivalent and a cumulative G.P.A. of 3.6 higher. 
2. The expectation that you will attend Washington College for at least one semester after the one in which you are admitted.

3. Evidence of intent to apply for a grant for a self-directed project, exploration, or learning experience.

4. Evidence of intent to be a member of a learning community through regular attendance at meetings.
5. Evidence of leadership potential. Give examples of leadership experience gained through participation in extra-curricular activities, student government etc. (you may include college and high school activities).

6. Good standing by way of the Washington College Honor Code. 

Application Checklist
The application packet consists of 

1. The completed and signed Membership Application Form. Use a word processor to fill out the form, and print your documents on a laser printer for clarity.
2. A current transcript of your academic record at Washington College.

3. Three recommendations:  one from your academic adviser and two from other faculty members who know you well and are familiar with your academic work.

4. A personal statement of the ways in which your background and accomplishments qualify you to be a member of the Douglass Cater Society of Junior Fellows.

Completed applications should be submitted to Bari Lynn Kersey, Faculty Secretary, in Toll N117 no later than Wednesday, February 27th 2008.  The student must take the application form to the Registrar’s office for completion of the Registrar’s section of the application and is also responsible for submitting both the original and seven copies (for a total of eight) and ensuring that all supporting documents are submitted as required.   
To retain membership in the Society, all members must maintain a minimum GPA of 3.5, regularly attend meetings of the Society, and remain in good standing with the Washington College Honor Board.
